Abstract

          In the non-dissectible binomial theory, the greatest objective of the educator is to enable the student to build on his or her individual self worth, this based on the critical reflection of the human condition. This process is a long journey in the conquest of autonomy, recognized as being that which falls upon man to make decisions faced within a situation where he or she commits to survival and to quality of life.
          This work focuses on an education that challenges us to re-think the route that both the educational institution and we as educators should take. We should aim to educate to the human entirety. This proposal creates a reflective platform for case studies that will continue to arise over the course of our professional career.
